Share Alti’s experience as she has spent six
weeks in the Chernivtsi region of Ukraine, dig-
itally photographing the  monuments of the
Jewish cemetery of Chernivtsi (Czernowitz).
Alti will report on the type of genealogical
information that can be gleaned from Jewish
cemeteries in Eastern Europe, the experience
of photographing monuments, and of
accessing relevant archival records, in par-

ticular burial registries, death certificates and
community records.
Alti will also report on the archival records of
the Soviet Extraordinary Commission on War
Crimes (including lists of people massacred
and witness testimonies) and the experience
of interviewing elderly villagers about
wartime and pre-war memories of Jewish
inhabitants.
